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HATCHERREPORT

We arewaitingfor spring Our fish stocks are all
increasing in activitgnd getting ready forelease. The
tanks are filling and the fish are starting to jump, a sure
sign spring is not far away. We have less thamonth
before we startstocking the fish into local waters.

This spring we will havebout 75,000 Chinook salmon for
release between Port Franks andgbt@ Grove. With the
snow cover this winter there should be lots of runoff in
the streams. We just need thrgght watertemperature.

Thereare about38,000 Ganaraskas rainbeveady to
release This batch will be pushing 30 grams by thee

they arereleasal in late April or early May. They were fin
clipped by club volunteers in January. It was a terrific job
by a dedicated crewf 25- 30 volunteers.

TheBrown Trout are a different storyihey have been a
major struggle. In middecember we receiveds2000

eggs from the Ministry hatchery in Sault St. Marie. These
eggs were from first time spawning fish and from the
beginning we knew they were going to be difficult to get
started.Before hatch our losses were over 50% and then
it got worse. Of that batt we mayhave1000- 2000left.

In midJanuary we received an additional 12,G@f}s

from the MNRFE These were altogether different eggs,
larger, more robust and very few losses from hatch to
placing in the starter tank. We now have 11,000 Browns
that arejust in the starting cycle. These fish are already
larger than the first batch. It will take some pushing to get
these fish large enough for fall stocking.

We will be receiving another 50,000 Ganaraskas Rainbow
eggs in late April or early May. These delehperatures
may slow down the spawning process in the north.

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GANARASKA RAINBOW TROUT

In 2006, the Bluewater Anglers fish hatchery iffstfirst
batch of the wildGanaraska rainbow ahthe following
spring 18,000 fish were stocked out irtwer Lake

Huron. This wild strain of rainbow is mulcardier than
domestic rainbow and is also capablerebroducing
naturally when they mature. Part d¢iie success is the fact
that hatchery personel willkeep theseGanaraska
rainbows in the hatchery for agxtended period, usually
about one year. When stockemit these 6™ 8" rainbows
can fend for themselves arfthve a higher survival rate.

Over225,000 have been stoeH out into lower Lake
Huron and the St. Clair Riveince 2007This isvery
evident by the number of rainbows that hateen

entered in our spring derby. Since 2008, rainbow
numbers have doubled and early spring is the best time
to capitalize on this excellent fishing.

Try targeing the upper layers of the wateolumns with
a spread out array of #ine boardsTrolling body baits
and lures close to the surfacan yield good numbers.
Rainbows have a definigeference for smaller baits in
red, orange/silverprange/gold or blak/gold. Last spring
a NK28 irsilver with double crushed ice tape was a hot
lure.

Rainbows are opportunistic feeders. They'll feed on
anything; flies, bugs, alewives, smelt, small minnows
just about anything that they can catch. Two of #ey
elementsto catching offshore rainbows are béish and
finding clear water with a surface temperatupecak.
Sometimes a break of only one or two degreeallishat's
required to hold a school of rainbows. Durilagt year's
derby, anglers found good concenti@ts ofrainbows in
40'- 70' of water off Blue Point and KettRoint.

Every spring and fall rainbows fresh from Lekgon take
up residency in the St. Clair River frtdm Lambton
Generation Station north to the moutbf the river. That
half mile streth of water from theBluewater Bridges
north to the Sarnia Yacht Club pleais to be some of the
most productive rainbow waten the province.

Fish presentations can be divided into threstegories:
drifting, casting and still fishing. In alises, its very
important to note that rainbows are veiyottom
orientated, hiding behind underwater structurés
escape the swift river current. It is very importanttave
just enough weight to keep your bait a few inclofthe
bottom and in the rainbows targ zone.

Drift and still fishing with spawn roe bags is by tfze
most popular presentatiorBeing able toeadthe water

and current speegand haingthe right weight
combination usually spells success.

Be courteous when another angler hookwoia fish.
When a big rainbow decides to move downriver, the

angler is at the mercy of the fish and the current. If one

angler is without a partner, another angler should otier
net the fish.
