Sam was a Lifetime Member of the
Bluewater Anglers in recognition for his many years of
service to the club.
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HATCHERY REPORT

Hatchery Operations

It has been a relatively quiet summer at the hatchery.
For the first time in several years, there were no
significant upgrade or maintenance projects on the go.

There are currently about 18,000 Brown Trout in tanks
#1 and #4. They have been growing steadily over the
summer and now average about 12 grams. The Brown
Trout will be fin-clipped in mid-September ... probably
Tuesday, September 19™. The date will be confirmed at
the September 12" General Membership Meeting. The
Brown Trout will be graded for size later in the fall. The
larger ones will be stocked out in November and the
smaller ones will be held in the hatchery over the winter
for stocking next April.

There are currently about 40,000 Ganaraskas Rainbow

Trout in tanks #2 and #3. They are growing steadily and
average about 3 grams. They will be ready for stocking

next spring.

Preparation for the salmon egg collection in late
September/early October will start as soon as the fin-
clipping of the Brown Trout is completed.

There will be more information about the fin-clipping
and salmon egg collection activities, and sign-up sheets
at the September 12" General Membership Meeting.

Hatchery Projects
Several smaller scale projects have been under way this
summer.

The outlet drainage flow from the new #9 and #10 tanks
has been improved.

The outside cameras around building and the pond have
been upgraded to high definition cameras. The new
cameras along with the upgraded lighting completed
earlier this year have greatly improved the security
monitoring around the hatchery.

A project to see if we can efficiently and economically
remove iron from our well water has been started.
Lambton College is conducting the study. Initial studies
have focussed on equipment setup and filter sizes.

School Hatcheries
Once again this fall we will be setting up the mini-
hatcheries in several local schools. The four schools that

were involved in last yearQ &  diieNding tb be involved
again this coming season. The mini- hatcheries we are
using have been supplied through the Lake Huron
FshingQub in Kincardine and funded by donations from
Bruce Power

Hatchery Operators Needed

If the success of YOUR hatchery is going to continue, we
need to start training some new hatchery operators. The
daily routine usually takes less than 1% - 2 hours to
complete, maybe a little longer if there is a lot of egg
picking. We would like to have 4 - 5 people on each daily
crew to allow 1 - 2 members to be away without putting
too much strain on the rest of the crew.

Saturday, September 23, 2017
12:01 AM ¢ 2:00 PM

Bring the family and/or friends and participate in the last
Bluewater Anglers club event of the year.

ELGIBILITY: Any person is eligible to enter provided they
have a valid fishing license for the waters they are
fishing and have purchased a derby entry ticket. Thisis a
BOAT and SHORE event. Fishing starts at 12:01 AM
Saturday, September 23.

ENTRY FEE: An entry fee of $10.00 cash per person must
accompany the entry form. Entry forms and derby
information will be available at the September 12™
General Membership Meeting, and The Outdoorsman or
. dzO1 Q &ntil 5:30 RMi Riiday Sept 22, 2017. If fishing
from a boat, ALL people aboard must have an entry
ticket.

BOUNDARIES: Bluewater Salmon Derby boundaries
apply ... in the St. Clair River south to the south end of
Fawn Island, east to the harbour at Grand Bend and
north to the trailer park north of Lexington, Michigan.
Boundaries for all streams and rivers entering into the
St. Clair River and Lake Huron are upstream to the first
bridge or roadway, whichever comes first.

WEIGH-IN: Derby contestants are allowed to enter only
their SINGLE heaviest fish. Participants must bring their
catch to the weigh-in, located at the Fish Hatchery,
between the hours of 1:30 PM and 2:00 PM on Saturday,
September 23", You MUST be in line by 2:00 PM for
your entries to be eligible!!!

AWARDS: Cash prizes will be awarded for the top 5
heaviest fish. Only Salmon, Rainbow Trout and Brown
Trout are eligible. The following will be the breakdown
of cash prizes based on total derby ticket sales.

1% Place:35% 4" Place: 10%

2" Place: 20% 5" Place: 5%

3" Place:15%  ***15% for the Fish Hatchery

NOTE: The $100 prize for biggest fish entered by a
Bluewater Anglers member applies to this event.

The presentation of prizes will be made immediately
following the weigh-in. A minimum of 5 draw prizes will
be drawn at the conclusion of the event. You must be
present to win one of the draw prizes.

NEW CANADIAN BORDER CROSSING RULES

The reporting requirements for private boaters entering
or re-entering Canadian water from the USA have
changed effective mid June 2017. Canadian and US
boaters no longer need to report to the CBSA if they
meet the reporting exemptions detailed below.

Reporting Exemptions
If you are visiting Canada, you are not required to report
to the CBSA if you:
- do not land on Canadian soil,
- do not anchor, moor or make contact with another
Conveyance while in Canadian waters, and
- do not embark or disembark any people or goods in
while in Canada.

If you are returning to Canada, you are not required to
report to the CBSA if you:
- did not land outside Canada,
- did not anchor, moor or make contact with another
Conveyance while outside of Canadian waters, and
- did not embark or disembark any people or goods
while outside Canada.

The Canadian requirements are now consistent with the
US requirements. Recreational boaters and anglers can
now cross the international border into Canadian or US
waters without having to register first with Canada or US
Customs officials.
